RULES AND REGULATIONS:
DATES AND HOURS of the art fair: Friday and Saturday, July 14-15, 2017; Hours: 10 AM to 9 PM daily.

STREET PERFORMERS/BUSKERS:

Street performers consist of musicians, bands, stilt-walkers, jugglers, walking bands, vaudevillian’s, dancers, and
performers of any kind. They are selected for suitability for performance at a family-friendly event and for quality of
entertainment. Street performers/Buskers may set up a performance area (that will have to be approved by the DCA staff).
They will also be allowed to roam the fair. All instrumentation and sound systems must be provided by entertainer.

FEES:
« There is no fee associated with performing at the 2017 Chestnut Art Fair.

SET-UP AND TEAR-DOWN:
« Performers are expected to arrive at least 30 minutes prior to their scheduled start time. Be prepared to swiftly set-up
and begin performing, plus be prepared to quickly tear-down and clear the area if a performer follows you.

» The DCA will not be providing tents for the entertainers. If the weather looks inclement, you are welcome to bring a
tent, but you are responsible for set-up and teardown.

HOLD HARMLESS/LIABILITY INSURANCE:
« You must sign the hold harmless agreement in order to perform in the Chestnut Art Fair.



ELECTRICITY AND GENERATORS:
« There is no electricity available at the Chestnut Art Fair.

» The Wyandotte Fire Marshal has mandated that generators and/or kerosene lights are not allowed. Generators
in violation of this restriction may be confiscated until the end of the show. No additional shade canopies will
be allowed to extend east or west. Emergency vehicles must have a direct path through art fair and cannot be
inhibited by artist canopies in that pathway.

ETC:

« Event participants agree to allow use of videos and photographs taken at event for promotional purposes. Any
photos taken by the event are property of the City of Wyandotte, the Wyandotte Street Art Fair, and the Downriver
Council for the Arts. All applicants are required to checlz/in at the DCA information table inside the arts center
prior to setting up on-site. Photo ID is required.

« Any Performer leaving the fair due to an emer%enc situation, prior to closing schedule, must notify staff. NOTE:
If you leave without notification %ou may not be eligible for future Fairs. Upon leaving you also acknowledge and
forfeit any monies spent on booth fees, show fees and refunds of any form from the DCA.

« You are responsible for the equipment you bring to the event. Thousands of people attend this event each year
Please do not leave your instruments or support equipment unguarded. The City of Wyandotte and the DCA is not
responsible for theft, loss or damage to equipment. Performers are responsible for insurance and liscenses.

« Entertainers agree to conduct themselves in a respectful, cooperative manner. Any behavior deemed inappropriate
by the City of Wyandotte and DCA may result in expulsion. The fair is a family friendly event and exhibitors/vendors
agree to stay within the theme of the show. Entertainers must comply with all staff and uniformed security
regarding site safety and regulations.

« Any violation of these rules and regulations or other applicable city/state/county ordinances will result in immediate
dismissal from the fair.

« Exceptions to any of the above may be requested after acceptance of invitation. All exceptions must be in place at
least 2 weeks prior to the festival and will be documented by fair staff with approval by the DCA.
